Founding

(meaning “razor hone”).  The group recruited Hew 

Harlow, Mr. Strauss’ son-in-law, to lead the growth of 

the company.

Under Mr. Harlow’s oversight, two more deposits were 

opened to assure an on-going supply.  The product and 

customer base was further expanded in the 1970s when 

Malvern Minerals began surface treating raw materials 

(Novakup®, Multikup®, etc.).

McAnly assumed control of Malvern Minerals and 

restructured it’s operations.
